The first course of shingles from each side should be woven. Run shingle courses from one side extending at least 12 inches
past the centerline of the valley creating a trough. Shingle end joints can be no closer than 12 inches from the centerline of the
valley. Keep all nails at least 6 inches away from the centerline of the valley.

Snap a chalk line 2 inches from the centerline of the valley.
